Through this program, Reed students can take advantage of the resources of Athens and 
of Greece, and expand their knowledge and understanding of Greece's fundamental 
contribution to the development of Western civilization and of the world of Eastern 
Orthodox Christianity.  The courses explore ancient times to the present in the areas of 
ancient Greek civilization and East Mediterranean area studies, and present the 
disciplines of archaeology, art history, classical languages, cultural anthropology, Greek 
literature in translation, history, modern Greek language, philosophy, political science 
and religious studies.
